Play Night Rules
 
 
MEMBERSHIPS:
The membership dues will be $10.00 for Single Membership & $20.00 for Family Memberships. Membership dues must be paid in full to qualify for points. Points will only begin after the Membership dues are paid. Memberships will run from January 1 to December 31.
 
Johnson County Roundup Club, its Officers or members or any other person associated with any event sponsored by Johnson County Roundup Club will not be responsible for accident, injury, theft, or loss of property occurring before, during, or after the event.
 
Age Divisions:
     Gaited------------------any age 
     Lead Line---------------any age (see  rules ) *
     Peewee------------------age 8 & under
     Buckaroo---------------age 9 - 12
     Juniors------------------age 13 - 16
     Seniors------------------age 17 & Up
     Novice------------------Any Age (see rules) ** Green Rider’s 
 
Age : Determined by the persons age as of January 1, 2011
* Lead Line division may be any age rider but must be attached to a Leader( on the ground ) at all times in the Arena. No Ponying 
 
**Novice division will be open to all ages for green or    inexperienced Riders Only....    
If you place first in this division, you will no longer qualify for this division for the next seasons.
**Exhibitions are for a green horse/horse  in training**
 
 
Events will be held on Saturday Night at 7:00 p.m.
 
Events will be Poles, Stakes, Barrels, Flags, & Speed

Gate will be closed behind you when you enter the arena for your event for the safety of each rider.
 
Any person under the age of 18 will not be allowed to handle or ride a Stallion on the Johnson County Roundup Grounds.
 
Parents will be held responsible for their children’s actions. All children must have a responsible party at the Arena at all times.
 
The use of profanity, alcoholic beverages, or fighting on club grounds is strictly forbidden and will be dealt with accordingly.
 
No running or loping horses in Traffic Areas. If you are warned of this behavior three times you will be banned for the rest of the season.         ( Humans & Vehicles)


 

All Contestants must sign a Liability Waiver prior to competing in any event. If a contestant is a minor the Liability Waiver must be signed by a parent, guardian, or responsible party.
 
Note: If a conflict with any rule arises, Johnson County Roundup Club  By-Laws will take precedence.
 
Points: 10 Play Nights are scheduled :   6 of the Play Nights will be counted for the Contestant for  yearend awards. The six highest scoring points will be used for the Contestant.
 
Contestant must participate in at least 3 Play Nights to be eligible for the year end Awards 
 
Only paid members points will be counted toward year end Awards.
Points will be scored as 1st=5pts,   2nd=4pts ,   3rd =   3pts,         4th =2pts,     5th = 1pt                                                            
*Places given to paid members only   
                    
$5.00 Entry fee per Contestant  for the night or $1.00 per event Will be charged.
 
 
 
Contestant will be allowed to ride 1 time per event in the Division.  Extra rides will be Exhibition only at a charge. $1.00 per Exhibition or $5.00 per horse for the night.
 
Events:
Pole Bending:
The pole bending pattern is to be run around six(6) poles. Each pole is to be 21 feet away from the next pole. The first pole is to be at least 21 feet away from the timer line. The last pole is to be at least 21 feet away from the fence.
Failure to follow pattern shall be a disqualification.
Knocking over a pole will result in a 5 second penalty per pole knocked over.
Touching the pole by the rider is permissible.
 
Stake Race:
Current AQHA rules apply except those regarding assistance into the arena, dress code, and completion of the pattern. Pattern will be considered complete when rider crosses flagged line.
Rider may cross back over center line or remain straight.
 
Barrel Race:
Horse and rider may go to either side as long as the pattern is not broken and exit is made between the two front barrels.
No barrel shall be placed closer than 15 feet from the fence.
Touching of the barrel by the rider is permissible.
Knocking over the barrel will result in a five (5) second penalty per barrel knocked over.
 
 

Flag Race:
Flags will be 18 inches long with an 8in. X  9in.  cloth flag. Flag is to be marked 3in. from the bottom as a guideline for placement in the in the bucket.
Bucket will be plastic, 5 gallon size, filled to within 3 in from the top with masonry sand.
Buckets shall be placed to the inside of the barrel. The flag for pick up shall be placed in the center of the bucket.
Flag May be used as a quirt.
Upon completion of the ride, barrels and buckets must be standing upright and flag must be in correct in the bucket.
If any barrel or bucket is knocked over, rider will be disqualified.
End barrel must be in the same position as for barrels.
Barrels may be moved back a certain distance to alleviate the area around the barrels from becoming dug out and dangerous.
Arena crew will set flag in the pick up bucket.
 Speed Race:
Rider may enter from either side.
Rider will be given 5 second penalty if barrel is knocked over.
 
Note: In the event of a Timer Failure Rider will be given the option of a Re-Ride.
