By Laws Johnson County Roundup Club

ARTICLE I  Name of Organization
	The name of the organization shall be the Johnson County Roundup Club, and the home office shall be in Johnson County, Arkansas.

ARTICLE II  Mission Statement
	The Johnson County Roundup Club is a mutual benefit non-profit association formed for the purpose of promoting activities and fellowship for equestrians in and around the county.  The association will maintain an arena and riding grounds suitable for rodeos, horse shows, play days, and any other equine event warranted by association members. 

ARTICLE III  Officers
Section 1.  The officers of the Association and their duties shall be as follows:  
a.  President, who shall preside at all meetings of the Association, shall be the managing officer of the Association and shall have the power to appoint committees as needed for Association activities.
b. Vice-President, who shall act for the president in his/her absence or inability.
c. Secretary, who shall keep a record of the meetings and help the treasurer with membership records.  Shall also be responsible for a newsletter.
d. Treasurer, who shall be the financial officer and shall keep membership records.
e. Public Relations Director who shall be responsible for the club history and coordinate publicity and news releases.
IF AN OFFICER OR A BOARD MEMBER IS ABSENT FROM MORE THAN 3 MEETINGS IN A YEAR, THE PRESIDENT WILL CALL FOR A VOTE TO REPLACE SAID OFFICER OR BOARD MEMBER.

Section 2.  The Board of Directors shall consist of the officers of the Association plus no less than three and no more than seven additional elected members.
a.  The Board shall have overall supervision of meetings, activities, and club facilities unless the Board authorizes a member.
b. The board shall have full authority to remove from any area owned, rented, leased or being used for Johnson County Roundup Club activities any anaimal that is not under control of the owner or handler or that may be considered dangerous or thought to be ill. 
c. All equine must have a current negative coggins paper for the past 12 months unless otherwise stated by a member of the Association to have an EIA vet approved report for less than one year.  No species of the equine will be allowed to remain at any Association function if coggins papers are older than the past 12 months or if the owner fails to produce the papers.  A state approved EIA verifier must approve these papers.
d. The board shall also have authority to remove any person whose behavior is considered dangerous or out of control, or who refuses to abide by the rules of the club.
e. The Board shall have authority to settle any dispute that may arise at a club activity, and shall convene a meeting to hear the dispute.  Until the dispute can be settled, a contestant or rider may continue under protest.
Section 3.  Officers shall be elected at the annual meeting.  The terms of office shall be October 1 through September 30.  Board members will be split up and elected to one year terms and two year terms.

ARTICLE IV Committees
The president may appoint any committee deemed necessary, such as the following:
Section 1.  Grounds committee, to supervise the maintenance of club facilities and grounds, and any improvements the Association authorizes.  
Section 2.  Concessions committee, to stock the concession stand and organize its operation.
Section 3.  Activity committee, to supervise and organize activities sponsored by the Association, such as rodeos, horse shows, trail rides, play days and Rodeo Queen Contests.



ARTICLE V Meetings
Section 1  The annual meeting of the Club shall be held in September of each year in Johnson county, Arkansas, and notice of such meeting shall be published no less than three days before.  (Minimum agenda: elect officers and board members, set dues for next calendar year).

Section 2.  The Club shall have regularly scheduled monthly meetings in Johnson County, Arkansas the third Monday of each month.  (This may be temporarily changed from time to time, at the President’s discretion: general membership will be notified.).
Section 3.  Special meetings may be held at any time at the call of the president, or in his absence or incapacity the vice-president, upon 24 hours notice.   Seven members, including officers and board members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

ARTICLE VI Membership
	Membership shall be open to anyone desiring to become a member upon payment of the annual dues (to be determined by the Association at the annual meeting).  The membership year will be January 1 through December 31.  Only members who have paid dues shall be entitled to vote at any meeting or receive points for play day awards, run for a royalty contest, or hold an office.  Officers and Board Members dues must be paid by January meeting or president will call a re-election in February for the unpaid officers position.

ARTICLE VII Miscellaneous
Section 1.  All expenditures over $50, except regularr bills such as utilities, shal be approved by at least two board members.  
Section 2.  These by-laws may be revised or amended at any meeting or annual meeting upon public notice at least five days prior to the meeting.  
Section 3.  No person under the age of 18 may exhibit or handle a stallion.

Section 4.  Alcoholic beverages, profane language, and abuse of animals are absolutely prohibited at any gathering or activity of the Johnson County Roundup Club.  
Section 5.  All incidents must be reported immediately to the nearest association official so it may be witnessed and addressed as such.

Section 6.  Any person that has been reprimanded and asked to leave an Association activity must go before the Board and be reviewed before regaining access to any other association activity.
